The development of the new type of WMD started in the 40s of 20th century. The “merciless” nuclear weapon destroys everything, neither buildings nor nature don’t have any chance of surviving in range of kilometers. The scientists’ investigations of nuclear weapons and energy led to the big problems for whole world and at the same time have capability to prevent fuel crisis. Most experts believe that, since the end of World War II, the threat of nuclear war probably has helped keep the peace between the world’s major nations. But the extensive use of large nuclear weapons in a war would cause heavy damage to many nations. The threat of nuclear war was reduced, but the problem is still actual and needs solution. 

We want to present you a town of (Midland, Medford, Bonefield) and some of its citizens. <…> is a small town, and the only sight is an arms factory. Recently a new model of gun was produced, it’s much more powerful than its analogues and it’s very suitable for ordinary people, because of simple construction, but the price of this gun is high enough, and many documents and references (справки) are required to get this gun. Its name is PK-108 “Harbinger”. Now let me introduce citizens of <…>.  

Mrs. Shawn is a teacher of high school. She graduated from a prestigious university, and for 20 years she’s working as a teacher of history. She is very respected in <…>, but some of her students don’t like her, because of her incorruptibility and her tough temper. But she tries to be fair and she’ll never do something criminal. Mrs. Shawn has husband and two children. She is the handhold of her family. Her hobby is sewing. We ask you to think and answer: “Has she bought PK-108, a new gun?”. Please raise green card if think she has bought it or red card if you think she’ll never do it. ----- Mrs. Shawn hasn’t bought a gun, because she doesn’t need it. She has everything she want, as I said, she hate everything criminal.

Next person is Mr. Bailey, businessman. He is clever, ambition, prudent. He has a grocery store, and his business is very successful. Mr. Bailey doesn’t have children, he is happy with his wife, she helps him a lot. They are rich; they like to spend time with maximum of profit. Mr. Bailey hobby is playing billiard. In <…> he is known as a shark of business, and all of his kindness disappears when he is working. And again we ask your opinion: “Has he bought a new model of gun or not?”. 

Mr. Herbert is unemployed. Many inhabitants of <…> think that he is loser, and it’s true. He lost his job, he lost his wife, he lost everything. Unemployment benefit is the only thing he has. But he is gambler. Some times he wins, but he loses more often. When he was young, he seemed to become very successful man, but it didn’t happen. He became nervous and greedy, he always seeks for money. <question> He has bought PK-108. Yes, he doesn’t have money, but he did everything to find it and buy weapon. He still wants to be popular, famous, he wants power.

Mrs. Watson. She’s a housekeeper and she has a rich husband. She is always cunning; she uses her charisma (???) very often. That’s why she is a housekeeper and she’s rich. Her mind and beauty makes her life simple, she’s a ruler of any situation. Of course, many people envy her. But she doesn’t fear them. Mrs. Watson likes to have fun, to visit parties, her carefree life made her lazy. <question> She has bought PK-108. Though it’s only a toy for her, and she’ll never use it, but she wanted such an expensive and exotic (in her opinion) thing.

Ms Wood is a student. She used to do everything by herself. She wants to be independent. She has to be very confident, very strong, because of her difficult life. Her scholarship is very low, though she is very clever. When she was child, her parents couldn’t buy her good toys, new clothes, organize trips, but she loves them. Her hobby is singing, and sometimes she sing in clubs to earn some money. <question> She hasn’t bought weapon. She doesn’t need it, because she wants get everything only by her own efforts. She’s too proud of herself to buy PK-108.

Mr. Grant. He is an old man. His past life was great. He took part in World War II, worked in <…> weapon factory. His ancestors was noble people, he knows his pedigree (родословная) very well. 30 years ago he divorced, when his daughters were 10 and 14. They don’t get well now. Mr. Grand understands that he is the last in his family, he doesn’t have son, that’s why he is always sad, sometimes he’s angry and he criticize every thing and everyone. <question> Yes, he has bought PK-108. He needed something that could raise his confidence, make him feel better and enjoy life. When he bought PK-108, he felt power, he started thinking that he is a very important person.

We have just introduced you some citizens of <…>. If you look at them you can understand, that <…> is our world, PK-108 is nuclear weapon, and citizens are different states. We wanted to show you what people are guided when they decide to buy weapon. It’s only their ambitions. Nothing else. Cold war, production of nuclear weapons was caused by ambitions of state leaders. Ambitions are what make us to do useless and meaningless things. At the other hand, ambitions allow people to success in their projects, to fulfill their dreams. 

Four out of six citizens decided to buy weapon. If we divide all countries into groups, you’ll see that it’s very easy to find nuclear states in majority of groups, though number of non-nuclear states is much bigger than number of nuclear states.

Let’s continue. When the choice is done, certain state decides to product nuclear weapons. What does it need? It’s very hard to envy those, who want to have nuclear weapons, because list of required facilities, people and materials is great. If you want to possess nuclear weapons, first of all, you’ll have to understand what is it and how it works. Next, you must make all required calculations and concept. And you’ll need scientists to do that. Scientists must be perfectly educated. After that, you’ll have to find workers, who will build all facilities (they must be perfectly educated too). When facilities and factories will be built, you’ll have to provide them with energy, transport and communication, and you must protect them. That’s why good army is required. After that, you must think how to deliver your weapons. When you’ll do it, the most complicated stage of your work will start. Fissile materials. They are hard to find, dangerous to use, and you’ll have to face problems with world community. It’s very serious. But let’s assume that, you’ll manage to get fissile materials. Next you must assemble your bomb, it’s rather easy. Testing will be the final stage of your work. If you succeed, you’ll become possessor of nuclear weapons. What will be the consequences? Country possessing nuclear weapons should be ready to face problems with community, foreign relations problems, big expenses. And the most important consequences in our opinion are responsibility за сохранность мира and ecology harming.
61 years ago mankind saw the destructiveness power of nuclear weapons, when Hiroshima and Nagasaki was destroyed. 20 years and 1 day ago the third tragedy happened in Chernobyl. Aftermaths of nuclear explosion can be divided into visible and invisible. Flash of light and blast wave are obvious aftermaths of explosion. We’ve seen them on video, photo, read in books and newspapers. And them make us fear of nuclear explosion, because their deadly power is evident. But they’ll be the only aftermaths of explosion; nuclear weapons won’t be so dangerous. The real threat is in invisible aftermath, radiation. You can see a victim of explosion in Hiroshima. He is a fisherman. He wasn’t in the town when the bomb exploded, he was near it, you can see what happened to him. He was ill since 1945, he has cancer, his burns will never be healed. Chernobyl disaster wasn’t less horrible. Nuclear explosion makes big territories unfit for living. New victims of Chernobyl are still appearing. But many people would like to make money on that tragedy. Illegal Chernobyl tours are often organizing for extreme lovers. It’s sad.

Now will present you nuclear and non-nuclear states, their roles and positions on the world map. USA, Russia and China are the most powerful among nuclear states. USA - The current arsenal is about 10 000 nuclear warheads. Nuclear weapons are deployed in bases located in several countries. USA is one of the recognized states under the NPT, but USA government rejected ratification of CTBT. Russia – the second biggest arsenal. Russia has weak economic and Russian military forces doesn’t get enough financing, that’s why Russia relies on its nuclear capabilities. USA and Russia are the only nuclear states which have two-party treaties on disarmament and limitation of offensive, strategic and tactical weapons. They are START series, SALT series, SORT and others.

 The third ace is China. PRC has an actively developing economic, military forces of China is growing with great rates, and temper of Chinese people made this state impressively strong. The great Chinese nation is becoming one of the leaders of the world.

The last two recognized nuclear states are the United Kingdom and France. Their arsenal are not so impressive as American, Russian and Chinese, but these countries have unchallengeable influence. The United Kingdom and France call for non-proliferation and peace.

India and Pakistan are not recognized nuclear states, but they have nuclear weapons. That’s why their rivalry and constant conflicts are threat of nuclear war. Neither India nor Pakistan haven’t signed NPT or CTBT, but there are also some positive facts about India and Pakistan nuclear program. 

Israel is one of the possible nuclear states. Israel refuses to confirm or deny the widespread belief that it has the nuclear weapon capabilities. Israel is believed to possess the largest and most sophisticated arsenal outside of the five declared nuclear powers and it has the most advanced nuclear weapons program in the Middle East. The secrecy with which Israel shrouds its nuclear arsenal renders estimates of its size highly unreliable. Generally, however, it is estimated that Israel has between 100 and 200 nuclear warheads.

The most concerning points now are Iran and North Korea. North Korea is one of the most unfriendly (???) states, unlike Chinese North Korean communism doesn’t have any dignities. Behaviour of N. Korean government doesn’t look understandable, because of unwillingness to find a common language and participate in negotiations. Such behaviour makes us believe that North Korea is really malevolent.

  Situation in Iran differs from North Korea, Iranian regime is softer. But Iran has rejected Moscow offer to enrich uranium in Russia, and it causes some doubts about development of energy solely. Iran rejected many negotiations in the same way that North Korea did. Production of nuclear weapons in Iran is possible, many facts indicate on that. 

Anyway, in opinion, possible war with Iran and North Korea must be prevented. Many diplomatic ways can lead to solution of both problems. There is no doubt; less nuclear states is more safety for world. Some states have been already denuclearised.

Russia became an heir of whole Soviet Union nuclear weapons. After USSR collapse nuclear arsenal of Ukraine, Belarus and Kazakhstan moved to Russia.

South Africa has produced six nuclear weapons, but later disassemble them and gave up producing nuclear weapons.

Just when some states are trying to get nuclear weapons, others refused to do it. I’m talking about NWFZ. It’s very interesting, because rejection of producing weapons sounds like a fantastic story. History of mankind is a history of wars; war is nature of human. We see that someone rejects to use weapons; it means that human temper has change a lot. NWFZ cover Antarctic, Latin America and Caribbean, South Pacific zone, Africa, Mongolia and South-East Asia.

Comparing number of nuclear states (7) and non-nuclear (many) we couldn’t say is it good or bad. The danger exists anyway.

Now we’d like to offer you a game. We’ll give envelopes. In these envelopes you can find parts of different treaties and a paper with treaty name. You should find all parts of treaty written on the paper and combine them. After that we’ll collect results of your work and check them. Tomorrow you can your score on the … . Also we’d like to offer you to create your own treaty. You can use parts of existing treaties or write something new, your treaty should contain of 3-5 parts.

   Making predictions is a very ungrateful work. Sometimes, notwithstanding all facts the situation turns an unexpected way. We’ve tried to imagine different results of political relations, decisions, cooperation and confrontation of people in the world. We’ve created three articles for three different situations; they are just our imaginaries, based on our investigations and our point of view. These articles are presented as chapters of future history textbooks. First article “Non-proliferation Triumph” is devoted to the great achievement of non-proliferation policy. Second article “The Greatest Mistake of Mankind” is about the destructive nuclear war. The last article “Eternal Confrontation” is about deterrence factor of nuclear weapons. We’ve tried to imagine future organizations, treaties and war conflicts.

Non-proliferation triumph

After the series of treaties have been signed USA and Russian Federation stopped their development of nuclear weapons. The leaders of two countries decided to disassemble nuclear devices and deliver different parts of weapons to specially built facilities, which was far away from each other. Presidents believed that their solution would keep the world safe for ages. And they were right. After five years the Treaty of Total Nuclear Disarmament (TND) was ratified and came into force. The initiators of signing the treaty were USA, Russia, Great Britain and France and China. IAEA administration attracted India and Pakistan to sign treaty. The TND became the object of many discussions, many states were discontented with treaty articles, that’s why UN and IAEA decided to improve and expand the treaty. Some new articles were added, and a new organization was established. World fuel and energy crisis didn’t allow to refuse atomic energy using, but uncontrolled production of nuclear energy and building of new plants didn’t guarantee that nuclear weapons wouldn’t be produced. IAEA established International Atomic Energy Corporation (IAEC). The main duty of IAEC was to build and operate atomic plants; scientists from all state party could take part in that activity, which was transparent for UN and other organizations. Only the cooperation of different nations made some states to sign the TND. Iran and North Korea also signed the treaty, but before that UN Security Council forced Iran and North Korea to stop using their own energy. Russia, South Korea and Japan agreed to provide North Korea with energy. Iran was provided by Russian and Indian energy. The TND and IAEC made world nations cooperate, even if their relations were not ideal.

 Efforts to maintain IAEC activity were interrupted several times. Terrorist act in Israeli atomic plant made people doubt if IAEC was competent and if there was any reason to entrust IAEC atomic energy providing. Terrorists couldn’t manage nuclear explosion – but it was close to be. On the urgent meeting of world leaders a new decision was made. The best special forces of the world were sent to defend atomic plants. Some secret operations were held to find and destroy terrorists’ headquarters.

Few years later scientists began testing new energy plants based on new technologies. After years of researches opportunity to use Sun, geothermal and other types of energy appeared; new technologies were imperfect but leaders of world nations paid money for developing safe energy. Advantages of those technologies were evident.

Many years were needed to develop new types of obtaining energy, but finally, nuclear weapons became too extensive, dangerous and ineffective. New types of WMD appeared. But the existence of world and mankind today is possible due to the fact that many people in past made everything to stop nuclear weapons proliferation.

The Greatest Mistake of Mankind
Great pressure on Iran and North Korea seemed to be too tough and limitless. All this events made people discuss them. When the threat of USA-Iran war became real, many nations started think if it was right to forbid developing of nuclear energy in Iran. Governments of many states understood that, first or last, energy crisis would approach and they’ve got to be ready. It was the beginning of creation of new coalition. Leaders of some states were afraid that when they try to create all infrastructures needed to develop nuclear energy, the international pressure on them would be very hard. That’s why leaders of “the new coalition” (journalists gave them such a name) decided to help Iran and North Korea in their opposition to USA and its allies. But leaders of that coalition even didn’t want to think about nuclear weapons, they were completely worried about another problem. Many disputes appeared when activity of “the new coalition” became discovered; the participants of coalition were some leaders of Eastern Europe, Middle East, North Africa and South America. The military force of coalition was significant. The growing conflict was cut when UN administration together with IAEA invited coalition and “opposite” leaders to negotiations.

France, Germany, The United Kingdom and The United States have prepared a report about danger of nuclear weapons. China and Russia supported that report and official position of France, Germany, UK and USA; but they tried to keep neutrality. As existence of “the new coalition” wasn’t fixed by documents, its leaders tried to use it: “We only express our opinion and we want to call for fairness” (an essence from official position of coalition). Ideas of coalition were right and “fighters” for non-proliferation agreed with it, but they were worried about world safety, because coalition ignored danger of free spreading of nuclear technologies. Soon the number of France, Germany, UK, USA, China and Russia allies began critically decrease. 

Five recognized by NPT nuclear states couldn’t withstand coalition, though some states remained faithful to non-proliferation. Finally new treaties, agreements and organizations “destroyed” non-proliferation principles. Activity of such organizations was unstable; many discords appeared in that period. Mankind made its greatest mistake…

The first nuclear strike was aimed to USA. Few minutes’ later about 20 new nuclear explosions were confirmed. It was hard to understand who attacked whom. Two days later nuclear war ended. Deaths of most of the world leaders, of billion of people, destruction of all cities are results of the Nuclear War. Mankind had to begin building new society.

It was impossible to restore nature. Length of human live became shorter. After the end of war providing mankind with food, clear water, medication was just a dream. Of course, people built new cities, new infrastructure but it couldn’t help to increase number of surviving people. Every day thousands of people died, everyone was sick, only one of hundred children survived. People sought for undamaged territories. Nuclear strikes were aimed to continents, but not to ocean and isles, so finally people found new place for living.

Eternal Confrontation
Anti-Iran activities made nuclear weapons topic the most discussed. Even people who didn’t know well, what is nuclear weapons, what is the definition of military and diplomatic options, were trying to express their opinion and say some “smart” words. The most talented politics of those days were thinking about ways of prevention of any expression of mass discontent. The danger of uprising was high. Many people tried to defend Iran and North Korea position, but they even didn’t know the meaning of non-proliferation. Governments of many countries made big mistake – they did nothing to inform people about very important things, which could change people’ opinion. The basic knowledge of non-proliferation could be very useful for any person at least because of urgency of nuclear non/proliferation.

It was too late to change something. Huge number of mass-meetings made UN and leaders of world nations change the NPT greatly. The next step was changing other treaties. New NPT disagreed with its name. 15 years later NPT merely disappeared.

Since the termination of NPT world changed a lot. First of all, leaders of nation even didn’t try to hide all their feelings about other countries. Verbal “war” became an ordinary event. Sanctions, ultimatums, provocations and ignoring are the words describing world those days. Production of nuclear weapons developed intensive. But no one dared to use nuclear weapons. There were military conflicts in the world, but fear made people be careful. 

But some people decided to keep world at peace. Several students established a new organization “Nuclear Weapons Free” (NWF). That organization existed for 200 years. Its history is very great. For a long time participants of NWF tried to take places in governments. They always organized different actions, strikes. They wanted whole world to listen to them. Since 156 years from NWF establishing they won. Thanks for their activity they reached their main goal. 11 leaders of nations were NWF members. Spreading NWF ideas became very popular among young and old people, mankind began to pull out itself from the big pit. Finally in hardly saved UN a new project was started – NPT II. NPT I was the main instruction of making NPT II. The dream of NWF establishers was fulfilled.

In spite of absence of non-proliferation principles for many years the mankind was saved. Deterrence factor of nuclear weapons was the reason of keeping world at peace.

We’ve tried to consider different situations. We want to believe that non-proliferation triumph will happen someday. But, to be honest, the way described in the last article is likely to be. Everything depends on us. But we are different. Different cultures, different ideologies, different principles. If mankind manages to find something common and suitable for all nations, the perfect results will be achieved. Misunderstood is the reason of many problems. Only mutual concessions will help society to save NPT, to create new treaties and open new prospects. However, we must defend our dignity, and diplomacy is not the only way of solving problem. It’s senselessly to organize negotiations with terrorists or obviously unfriendly and aggressive world leaders (not nations). The most important thing is to use wisdom in any conflicts. World safety depends on our leaders’ wisdom.
