Summary
In Benchmark II we described the processes to enrich uranium and to reprocess plutonium and the different ways of this processes. Giving the samples of USA’s, China’s and Japan’s plants producing nuclear energy, we were convinced that nuclear energy could be used not only in military purposes.
