     We are the citizens of Zheleznogorsk and we are deeply worried of the future of our city. The operating reactor in the Mining and Chemical Combine in Zheleznogorsk is used for hot water supply and heating. But this reactor will be closed soon according the terms of nonproliferation treaties and agreements. So, the local authority of Zheleznogorsk is going to build new nuclear power plant for civil purposes of our city but citizens are deeply worried about this event. 

First of all, a new nuclear construction can damage environment and air. Armament drive, nuclear weapons tests, radiation accidents, emissions of plants will lead to the existence of radionuclide in the biosphere and radioactive pollution of separate territories.
Secondly, it is also necessary to secure the safe operation of nuclear plants. Government should strengthen and improve routine of physical security, system of the official control and calculation for the purpose of guaranteeing of safe protection of radiation-dangerous objects, safety of nuclear and radioactive materials, and prevent their illegal turnover and unauthorized uses. 

Thirdly, the majority of nuclear power plants are situated 30 kilometers away from the cities and a new reactor can be dangerous for life and health of thousands of citizens, who live in the zone of potential pollution, which can happen in case of an accident in a plant.  According to the statistics of nuclear accidents, they happen very often and we are very worried of our children. Moreover, we can’t ignore the fact of terrorist acts in the territory of Zheleznogorsk.
Then, Krasnoyarsk region has large water resources. It will be much safer to build water power station to provide our city with electricity.
In conclusion, we sincerely hope that all these factors will be studied carefully and the construction of a of a new nuclear power plant in Zheleznogorsk will be prohibited.
